The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Julie was quite happy, pleasant, cooperative, and described she is doing much better. She was working in a doctor office and described she is more productive except sometimes she feel drowsiness in the morning, which may be I explained due to the Zyprexa, but that will go away. It is not longtime that has been interfering the functioning to which she denies. She denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or paranoid delusion. She is not depressed and anxious as much and she is claimed the combination of the medication is so effective and she is feeling happy and productive all the time. She is on Prozac 40 mg daily and Zyprexa Zydis 10 mg at bedtime. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. The patient was average intelligent. There was no side effect of medication. I discussed the risk, benefits, and side effect and the role of the medication and information about bipolarity.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder depressed, symptomatically stable.

PLAN: Continue Prozac 40 mg daily and Zyprexa Zydis 10 mg daily. A 30-day supply was ordered. A followup appointment was given in 30 days.
