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Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ayah comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of low vision. She states that she graduated from high school approximately two years ago and does not currently have employment. She is not currently seeking out employment either. She states that she has difficulties with small print and distinguishing between small objects. She has a history of muscle surgery to both eyes approximately three times over the course of her life with the first surgery being when she was a young child. She uses artificial tears in both eyes once a day.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/70 on the right and 20/50 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of plano ​–5.00 x 170 on the right and plano –​5.00 x 017 on the left. The near acuity through the distance correction measures 20/50 on the right and 20/40 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance shows a right-sided exotropia with a slight hypertropia. Muscle movements are full, but there is a jerk lateral and torsional component. The intraocular pressures measure 19 on the right and 17 on the left with the iCare tonometer. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. There is no retinopathy. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Goldman visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with borderline reliability shows 30 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 25 degrees of horizontal field on the left. Clinically, the visual fields are full to finger counting.
Assessment:
1. Nystagmus.

2. Astigmatism.

Ayah has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of muscle surgery. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties reading small print and distinguishing between small objects. However, she can read moderate sized print, use a computer, and avoid hazards in her environment. Her prognosis is stable.
