ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Colonoscopy to cecum.
INDICATION: History of adenomatous polyp, colonoscopy is being performed for polyp surveillance.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service (monitored anesthesia care). A digital rectal examination was normal. A well-lubricated Olympus video colonoscope was introduced into the rectum and advanced under direct vision to the cecum, which was identified by the presence of appendiceal orifice, ileocecal valve and confluence of folds. Careful examination was made of the cecum, ileocecal valve, ascending colon, hepatic flexure, transverse colon, splenic flexure, descending colon, sigmoid colon, and the rectum. A retroflex view was obtained of the rectum. Bowel preparation was borderline with semisolid and solid stool scattered throughout the colon requiring extensive washing and suctioning. The patient tolerated the procedure well without any complications. Withdrawal time was 11 minutes.

FINDINGS: Small nonbleeding internal hemorrhoids. Occasional diverticula were noted. Diffuse melanosis coli. Borderline quality of bowel preparation.

PLAN:

1. High-fiber diet. Fiber supplements as needed.

2. Recommend followup surveillance colonoscopy after one year with an extended bowel preparation in view of the borderline quality of bowel preparation today because of which, small or flat lesions could have been missed.
