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Patient Name: Ashley Smith
Date of Exam: 12/12/2022
History: Ashley is a pleasant 37-year-old African American female who was accompanied by her daughter 13-year-old. She lives with her parents as their mother was not doing too well for past six to seven years. She works at Texas A&M University and she states she had seen Dr. David Meduna for her GYN needs for several years. She has an IUD and does not get periods. She states last year she started having problem with some abdominal pain. She was having off and on problems with right anterior abdominal pain radiating to the back and he finally sent her for CT of the abdomen with contrast and that showed some kidney stones and a 3 cm ovarian cyst, which he did not think was significant. The patient states she felt over a period she may have passed the stones, but she has not had it checked again. She does get hematuria at times. She told me that she had passed the stones, but when you ask the history, it does not look like that she has passed any stones because there is no use of sieve through which she filtered her urine and collected the stones. The patient states she continued to have the right-sided abdominal pain and right-sided low back pain and she was little bit tender on the CVA while checking CVA tenderness on the right side.

Past Medical History: No history of diabetes mellitus, hypertension or asthma.

Operations: She had a C-section. She had a gallbladder surgery in 2015.

Medications: Medicines at home none.

Allergies: None known.

Personal History: She is single. She occasionally smokes a few cigarettes here or there. She denies drinking alcohol or doing drugs.

Physical Examination: The patient is a 37-year-old African American female who is awake, alert and oriented in no acute distress. She is not using any assistive device for ambulation.
The Patient’s Problem: Possible recurrence of kidney stone.
The patient has not had any labs done in a longtime. So, she is going to have complete lab work done including UA, CBC, CMP, lipid and TSH. An EKG showed sinus rhythm within normal limits. I have ordered a renal ultrasound first looking for kidney stones and she will be seen in the office in a couple of weeks.
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
