History: Ms. Rodriquez is a 63-year-old Hispanic female with multiple medical problems including:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Hypertension.

3. Chronic pain.

4. Severe psoriasis and psoriatic arthritis.

She went to the emergency room with dizziness and vertigo. The date of admission is 11/29/2022 and the date of discharge is 12/01/2022. The patient was then admitted to rehab for the next four days and discharged on 12/05/2022 and the patient is here one week after her discharge for followup and medicine reconciliation. The patient seemed to have benign paroxysmal positional vertigo, a hypertensive emergency, cellulitis of the left hand, psoriatic arthritis and nonspecific chest pain. During the hospital stay, the patient had left upper extremity cellulitis. Influenza test negative. COVID-19 test negative. Physical deconditioning. Left upper extremity Doppler did not show any evidence of DVT. MRI of the brain did not show any acute process. Hypertensive emergency was also controlled.
The patient has had multiple medical problems that included:

1. Chronic pain of herpes zoster.

2. Type II diabetes mellitus.

3. Chest pain off and on.

4. Tobacco use.

5. Dizziness.
The patient does get disease modifying shots from Dr. Rossman.
The medications on discharge including medicine reconciliation shows the patient is on:

1. Amlodipine 10 mg a day.

2. Carvedilol 12.5 mg twice a day.

3. Metformin 500 mg a day.

4. Gabapentin 100 mg twice a day.

5. Folic acid 1 mg a day.

6. Meclizine 25 mg p.r.n.

7. Lisinopril 20/12.5 mg once a day.

8. Prednisone 10 mg p.o. twice a day.
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9. Keflex 500 mg four times a day.

10. The patient is also on diclofenac sodium DR 75 mg one twice a day.

11. Allopurinol 100 mg a day.

12. Albuterol inhaler p.r.n.

Med list reconciled.
