History: Mr. Tippett was seen today. He had currently calcium score done at CapRock about two or three weeks ago. He states he had hard time getting the results and they faxed it to us today. His total score was 460+ and 263 was in the left anterior descending, the rest was in the right coronary and extensive plaque seen in the LAD. I told him that the best way for this is to do a heart catheterization to really see whether he needs a stent or what. He had a chemical stress test done that was abnormal, but clinically he does not have severe angina or anything else and that is the reason coronary calcium score was ordered. The patient states the nurse practitioner at Dr. Wigley’s office started him on Repatha. The patient states he has sent the prescription to pharmacy, he has not gotten the medication yet. I have ordered another lab on the patient and I will try to do a video visit with him in a week. This time, I ordered at St. Joseph Hospital, so the cardiologist is able to retrieve the labs too. The patient has been set up for colonoscopy on December 23, 2022, and on January 9, 2023, he is going to have a cataract surgery plus shunt for his glaucoma and he is going to have it done in Webster, Texas, so the patient is really busy getting everything done, so let us see what the cholesterol level is. I will discuss his case with Dr. Wigley and then get back to him.
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
