SANTOS, CONSUELO
Ms. Santos is a 93-year-old woman who suffers from Lewy body dementia. The patient is eligible for hospice because of continued weight loss and difficulty mentation. The patient is now bed bound with KPS score of 40%, severe weakness, non-intelligible words. The patient is total ADL dependence. Bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient has lost about seven pounds in the last four weeks because of lack of appetite. The patient is a widowed. She lives alone with the help of the caretaker. The patient is no longer able to smell, not able to walk, no longer able to mentate or speak. The patient is found to be responsive *________*. Prior to this, the patient has been becoming more forgetful and confused. We cannot rule out CVA causing the patient’s worsening symptoms but nevertheless given her current status which is most likely related to her advanced Lewy body dementia, the patient is hospice appropriate. Most likely has less than six months to live and will be placed on hospice with the help of a caretaker at home.
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
