HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 10-month-old little female. Mother brings her in due to she had a fever this morning of 101.9. Mother gave Tylenol and it came down to 98.2. Mother wants her evaluated. She states she had a slight cough, but nothing that is consistent. Upon interviewing the mother, there is no other verbalization of any symptoms. Mother tells me that she plays as her usual. She takes foods both solid foods as well as fluids well. She does not appear to have any inconsolability. She has normal bowel and urination. Normal wet diapers per day.

She keeps good eye contact. She laughs. She has a smile on her face.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for secondhand smoke. Lives with mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, smiles, maintains good eye contact with me. 

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse within normal limits. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 100% on room air. 

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: There is no tympanic membrane erythema visible. Oropharyngeal area, no significant erythema, mildly pink. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation, completely clear. Normal respiratory effort is exhibited.

HEART: Rate and rhythm within normal limits. No tachycardia. Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur appreciated.
LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test, strep test and a COVID test, they were all negative.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. Viral illness. Mother will push fluids and if the fever develops usually Tylenol much like she did this morning which seemed to work well. Other than the fever exhibited this morning at the residence, the exam was grossly normal.

2. We are going to enter into a period of watchful waiting. They are going to make sure this little one gets plenty of rest, push his fluids and if symptoms return or worsen, mother will call us.
