This is a 69-year-old gentleman who is on Millennium Hospice currently with history of renal cancer. The patient has been on chemo and radiation therapy in the past and subsequently was transferred to the hospice service with weight loss, severe pain, anorexia, back pain, difficulty urination, and no response to treatment. The patient also suffers from transitional cell cancer of the renal pelvis and ureter along with history of bladder cancer. Other comorbidities include COPD, hypertension, and renal failure. The patient also has severe pain in his back and abdomen, bloating and ascites. The patient has stage IV renal cancer which started on the right side with distant metastasis. He is not eating as I was mentioned. He is now requiring oxygen at 2L because of breathing problems and shortness of breath as well as his fluid retention. The patient has severe pain in his ribs due to bony metastasis and lung involvement related to renal cell carcinoma. The patient lives with his wife Janice. Has a KPS score of 40% now which has diminished from last evaluation. The patient has less than six months to live given his extensive disease and remains hospice appropriate.
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
