BREWER, ELIZABETH
Mrs. Brewer is an 88-year-old lady who is on hospice with pulmonary fibrosis. She also has had multiple histories of cerebrovascular accident, heart failure, pedal edema, cardiac fibrosis, cardiac cachexia, idiopathic pulmonary fibrosis requiring oxygen and breathing treatments around the clock to keep her shortness of breath at bay. The patient has been on treatment for idiopathic pulmonary fibrosis for sometime and has developed worsening symptoms despite treatment and that is why has been placed on hospice care. While on hospice, the patient is not eating. She is anxious. She is only tolerating a soft diet, but even with the soft diet she has lost about 5 pounds; she only weighs 82 pounds at this time. She has protein-calorie malnutrition. She originally started her weight at 104 pounds, but she has continued to lose weight. The patient requires medication to help her anxiety, has a KPS score of 40%, ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent at this time. The patient is expected to do poorly and has most likely less than six months to live given her extensive pulmonary fibrosis and lack of response to treatment in the past.
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
