HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 30-year-old young man who was sent to the emergency room on Monday, 12/12/2022, where he was having cough, congestion, and shortness of breath. He had a chest x-ray done in the emergency room which showed nothing, but the CT scan showed a patchy pneumonia and contrast showed no evidence of PE.
The patient was given Levaquin and sent home on no nebulizer treatment. No cough medication. No steroids. The patient continues to have cough and congestion to the point that he cannot sleep at night.

He does have sleep apnea and a slew of other medical issues with history of morbid obesity; it has been worked up at this time, but nevertheless, he was not treated appropriately in the emergency room with no support and was sent home with Levaquin only once again. He called me yesterday. He was coughing. He comes in today for followup. He is alert. He is awake. He does not appear to be in distress, but he is coughing with bronchospasm all over the place.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Gout.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.
MEDICATIONS: He is off the Indocin; I told him to stop taking that because he was having edema in the lower extremity. He is taking the Levaquin at this time.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. He lives at home with his mother and works at Wal-Mart.
FAMILY HISTORY: No change.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is awake. He is alert, but he is coughing. He is “head off.”
VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 99%. Temperature 99. Respirations 16. Pulse 106. Blood pressure 126/85.
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HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
LUNGS: Rhonchi. Coarse breath sounds and wheezing.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Patchy pneumonia left side per CT at HCA. Results are pending per the chart.

2. Continue with Levaquin.

3. He received a nebulizer treatment here with excellent response.

4. Nebulizer.

5. Take the prescription to J&B DME since I have talked to them and they are expecting him.

6. Add Phenergan DM for cough.

7. Lots of liquid.

8. Prednisone taper x15 days.

9. Albuterol 2.5 mg vial in a nebulizer.

10. Come back tomorrow.

11. Check blood work.

12. Sleep apnea ordered.

13. Reevaluate condition if symptoms get worse or he will go to the emergency room at that time.
