CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen for a followup of visit of 12/08/2022, asking for refills. The patient relates history of being assaulted by husband, seen here on 12/08/2022, with periorbital edema and ecchymosis and bruising to her arms. Today, the bruising decreased, in less distress and continues to explain of emotional distress. The assault was witnessed by elder son. She is getting therapy. The patient has been to another church. She states husband started going to her third church. She states that he has a history of drinking problem; vodka and wine, but has never been physically abusive to her during their past relationship. The patient states she has a past history of multiple traumas occurring in early childhood with physical and emotional assaults. They were extremely distressed about what happened. She thinks it may be related to increased drinking and alcohol consumption by husband, now attending church.
MEDICATIONS: She is asking for refills of tramadol, Fioricet and Crestor. She has multiple medications, please see chart.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Residual purpura and swelling in the periorbital area. She is presently in moderate emotional distress. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: With some residual purpura and ecchymosis to upper arms. Back: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: As above, still distressed and depressed circumstances with depressed facies without suicidal and homicidal ideation.
IMPRESSION: Followup recent assault, marital discord, facial minor injury with facial contusions to the periorbital area, and minor contusions of upper arms.
PLAN: The patient is advised to continue to attend church, to obtain counseling there if possible. Advised that wounds should show continued healing with no further evaluation indicated at this time. Medications were refilled as requested. Follow up in two weeks for further evaluation.
