The patient is seen with recent COVID, still symptomatic with coughing, taking medications. Repeat COVID is still positive.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: GERD, hypertension, and low back pain.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress at present. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
Repeat COVID test still positive.
IMPRESSION: COVID, with residual bronchitis, without evidence of pneumonia.

PLAN: The patient’s prescription of Z-PAK was given with repeat and also to continue Medrol Dosepak with further followup in one week if still not clearing and also for additional repeat COVID test required for employment to return to work.
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
