PROCEDURE PERFORMED:
1. EGD.

2. Biopsies.

INDICATIONS: History of eosinophilic esophagitis.

POSTOPERATIVE DIAGNOSES: Esophageal stricture noted at 35 cm from the incisors, unable to pass the scope beyond that area. Multiple biopsies taken.

DEPTH OF INSERTION: Esophagus at 35 cm from the incisors.

COMPLICATIONS: None immediately.

MEDICATION: As per monitored anesthesia care.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: After informed consent was obtained, the patient was put in the left lateral decubitus position. Scope was introduced into the mouth, advanced to the oropharynx, esophagus, and 35 cm from the incisors without complications. Unable to pass the scope beyond that area. Examination performed otherwise.

FINDINGS:
1. Oropharynx appeared normal.

2. Esophagus, there is esophageal stricture noted smooth linear at about 35 cm from the incisors. Unable to pass the scope beyond that area, biopsies taken. Biopsies taken from proximal esophagus to given the prior history of eosinophilic esophagitis.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Follow pathology reports.

2. Antireflux measures.

3. Avoid NSAIDs.

4. Continue PPIs.
5. The patient would be refer to CARES for esophageal dilation on the pleural.
6. The patient is to follow up in GI office after dilation.
