PETEREIT, KLAUS

Mr. Petereit is an 81-year-old gentleman admitted to hospice with gastroesophageal cancer stage IV, T2N0M1 with metastatic disease to the peritoneum, lung on the right side. The patient was recently admitted to the hospital with shortness of breath, diagnosed with pulmonary embolism. The patient also suffers from tobacco abuse, COPD, hypertension, coronary artery disease status post PTCA, hyperlipidemia and dysphagia. The patient has had profound weight loss of 20 pounds in the past four weeks, off and on abdominal pain, bloating and can only drink liquids. This all happened beginning of 2022 and throughout 2022.

The patient is on multiple therapeutic agents, but despite aggressive treatment on or about 11/29/2022, the patient noted to have worsening/recurrent metastatic GE junction cancer, severe weakness, poor appetite and has required multiple paracenteses with several liters of fluid removed; cytology positive for malignant cells consistent with adenocarcinoma. Most recent labs showed total protein of 5.9, platelets of 142,000, ANC of 10,700, 12.6. Despite aggressive treatment, the patient’s cancer has widely metastasized and increased in size involving the distant sites as was mentioned above. Subsequently, the patient has decided against any further chemo or radiation therapy and is now placed on hospice.

The patient is expected to do poorly with significant weight loss, decreased appetite, abdominal pain and will need around the clock pain medication to help with his symptoms. The patient is not able tolerate any type of meaningful nutrition and not a candidate for PEG tube and expected to live less than six months and is hospice appropriate.
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
