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1. DN, 5-year-old seen with fever and cough. Vitals stable. Nontoxic. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with URI, given Tessalon. Mother was happy with the care.

2. JN, 7-year-old seen with eye irritation. Swab test negative. It was thought related to URI. Evidently, there was no sign of conjunctivitis. Given Tessalon Perles. Mother states the eye is still red. She is waiting for things to calm down, maybe he gets better. She was happy nevertheless.

3. GC, 12-year-old young man with a rash, diagnosed with contact dermatitis, given steroids, responding to Benadryl. Mother is getting the steroids today. Happy with Dr. Ali and the care received.

4. M. Brown, 57-year-old woman with tachycardia, hypertension at presentation, hypertension at discharge 160/100 with cough and sputum in the tissue that she coughs in. Dr. Ali did not do a chest x-ray. The patient is very upset that she did not get a chest x-ray. She got no medications. She was told that it is a URI and no medications were given. Blood pressure was elevated on admission and on discharge, it was not addressed. By the way, the patient is a smoker. No lab was done. No cardiac workup was done. The patient is still coughing. Planning on finding another doctor to go see and she does not have a doctor and cannot go back to work since she is still sick. She works at Red Lobster. Consider chest x-ray even with minor hemoptysis in a 57-year-old smoker with cough and antibiotics since the chances of it being viral is low or develop into a bacterial infection.

5. CM, 3-year-old male with flu-like symptoms. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with viral URI and sent home with no meds. The phone number left in the ER is not working.

6. SM, 6-year-old with flu-like symptoms. Vital signs stable. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with viral URI. No medications given. Left message for mother to call me.
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7. TB, 37-year-old, presented with chest pain. His first set of enzymes negative. EKG stable. Diagnosed with stable angina. Refused to second set of enzymes and left. I guess he left before Dr. Ali had a chance to call cardiologist since he knows to call a cardiologist for any one over 35 with chest pain especially with diagnosis of “stable angina”. The patient is obese. Vital signs were stable. I spoke to the patient. He is going to see his regular physician and get a stress test later on as soon as possible.

8. EW, 2-year-old young lady with cough. Swab test negative. O2 sat good. RSV negative. No treatment. Sent home. Left message for mother to call me.

9. AM, 11-year-old with sore throat. Positive strep and URI diagnosed. Given Amoxil and Bromfed. Doing better. Mother was grateful.

10. IT, 26-year-old with sore throat, ear pain, mild temperature increase, diagnosed with flu B. Given Tamiflu, Tessalon, is doing better today.

11. AB, 7-year-old male with bump on the bottom part of the ear, diagnosed with otitis media, periauricular cellulitis, given Augmentin. Mother states that the ear is still red, he is still feeling sickly, but he is not worse. She has appreciated Dr. Ali.

12. EO, 29-year-old with flu-like symptoms and temperature of 101. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with URI, pharyngitis, possible flu and was given Tamiflu. The patient is actually responding to Tamiflu. Her temperature is gone. She is feeling better except for slight diarrhea, but she is going to wait to see if it gets worse and take over-the-counter medications. She was appreciative of the treatment by Dr. Ali.

13. TC, 58-year-old male with flu-like symptoms. CBC, CMP and chest x-ray were negative. Swab test were negative. Given azithromycin, prednisone for bronchitis, URI and pharyngitis. He did not answer the phone today.

14. CR, 31-year-old woman, lifted some boxes at home, complained of low back pain. No x-rays were done, given tizanidine and sent home. Consider radiological study in any one with low back pain especially since she has not had any x-ray for sometime or she has never had a back x-ray in the past.
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
