CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Severe arm pain.

2. Severe leg pain.

3. Strong family history of stroke.

4. Fever.

5. Headache.

6. Severe dizziness.

7. Palpitation.

8. Obesity.

9. Blood pressure slightly elevated today.

10. Feeling feverish.

11. Wife was sick last week.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 50-year-old gentleman, owns his own construction company with his father and his grandfather. He has been married 12 years, but he has been with the same woman for 20 years.
He smokes, but he does not drink alcohol. He developed above-mentioned symptoms for the past few days to the point that brought him to the office for evaluation.

His last lab work was years ago. He does not like to go to office to doctor very much.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Neck surgery, fusion, wrist surgery, finger surgery, and ankle surgery; all because he is racing cars and motorcycles.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None, but has had COVID before at the beginning.
FAMILY HISTORY: Heart disease, atrial fibrillation, stroke! stroke! stroke! very strongly positive and parkinsonism in the family.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He has BPH symptoms, leg pain, arm pain, palpitations, dizziness, neck swelling what appears to be lymphadenopathy. He feels like has had some irregular heartbeats. Negative hematologic. Negative allergy. Positive abdominal pain and some nausea and some diarrhea.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 292 pounds. He states his weight has been pretty stable. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 99.6. Respirations 16. Pulse 81. Blood pressure 147/88.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
LUNGS: Rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2 with no ectopics.

ABDOMEN: Soft, but some tenderness over the epigastric area noted.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity 1+ pedal edema.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. EKG today shows nonspecific changes. Echocardiogram shows a right ventricle enlargement, cannot rule out pulmonary hypertension. We talked about sleep apnea, but not interested in any workup. He states, “I am sure it is all because of smoking.”
2. COVID is negative. Flu test is pending at this time.

3. Definitely has sinus infection.
4. We will treat with Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak, Rocephin and Decadron.

5. Definite lymphadenopathy in the neck.

6. Fatty liver on ultrasound.

7. Obesity.

8. Because of severity of his pain in the legs and arms, the Doppler study of the legs and arms showed no evidence of DVT or PVD.

9. Strong family history of stroke; nonetheless, a carotid ultrasound is within normal limits with very minor carotid stenosis.

10. Palpitation, most likely related to the patient’s pain at this time.
11. Must quit smoking.

12. Strong family history of atrial fibrillation, none noted now.
13. Standby for flu results.
14. Findings discussed with the patient at length before leaving the office.
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
