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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 64-year-old Hispanic male that is followed in the practice because of what used to be CKD stage IIIB. This patient has a history of HIV infection that was started to be treated in 1993. The patient was in the combination of Prezcobix and Tivicay. The patient was always with a creatinine that was oscillated between 1.7 and 2.1 and the patient did not have a significant amount of proteinuria. The patient was recently evaluated by Dr. Lacson, infectious disease and he switched the patient to Dovato and today, the patient comes for a followup and in the lab, the serum creatinine is down to 1.5 and the BUN is 14. The patient does not have proteinuria and the GFR is up to 52. He is followed frequently by Dr. Lacson and, so far, the patient is feeling much better. He is very active. He is playing baseball.
2. The patient has HIV as mentioned before that is treated by the infectious diseases.

3. Hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today 150/70. Continuing the same medications.

4. The patient has a history of herpes simplex that is suppressed with the acyclovir. This acyclovir is taken on p.r.n. basis.

5. The patient has a history of hepatitis C with very low viral load. He has not received treatment for the hepatitis C.

6. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

7. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. In general terms, this patient is improved. The kidney function has improved. We will continue with the close followup of the HIV and hepatitis C as well as the herpes virus.

We are going to see the patient back in six months.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the medications and laboratory workup, in the face-to-face, we invested 18 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
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
