CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left low back pain radiating to left thigh and left hip pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he noticed pain in the low back going to the left buttock and radiating to thigh and it is worse upon exertion. The patient also complained of left hip pain and the pain level is 4 and it is worse upon exertion or weightbearing.
The patient stated that he slipped from the chair at home two to three weeks ago. He did not sustain any known injuries at that time.

The patient is not able to work as he works as a PCT in the nursing home.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination reveals slow gait due to left hip pain.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the left sciatic notch. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
