CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient complained of burning urination for last three to four days, which resolved after that the patient developed nasal congestion associated with headache and low-grade fever. The patient was not exposed to any serious illnesses.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, sore throat, phlegm, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, or rashes.
OBJECTIVE: Not done since this is televisit.

ASSESSMENT: Acute sinusitis and acute rhinitis.

Plan is to start the patients on azithromycin 500 mg one tablet daily for five days.

Cetirizine 10 mg once a day for one week and then as needed #30 pills.

Tylenol 500 mg three times a day as needed for headache.
Follow CDC guidelines for upper respiratory infection.

Use mask regularly and keep distance as per the protocol for next five days.

Return to clinic as followup in next one week.
