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DOB:

This is 66-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of neurocognitive disorder with Lewy bodies. The patient is 66 years old with history of dementia caused by Lewy bodies and protein deposits throughout her brain.

She has lost her ability to mentate, memory loss, cognitive debility, and now having issues with ADLs to the point that she is ADL dependent. She lives with her husband Russell who is her primary caretaker. She since last certification, she has total lost her independence. She is ADL dependent. She has bowel and bladder incontinence at this time, increased confusion, and does not recognize her husband. She is becoming nonverbal only gargling speech noted at this time. She also has a comorbidity of congestive heart failure with fluid overload, which sometimes causes lower extremity edema and shortness of breath at rest and on exertion and gargling sounds because she is no longer able to clear her secretions.

She is eating about 10% of her meals. She has a KPS score of 40% now. She is no longer able to ambulate with cane. She is a wheelchair bound high risk of fall almost bedbound and expected to do poorly. She has protein-calorie malnutrition, muscle wasting, and overall prognosis remains poor. The patient is expected to die within the next six months most likely because of the septic event either aspiration pneumonia and/or urosepsis.
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
