Ms. Martinez is a 93-year-old lady with history of heart failure. The patient has a history of dementia, hypertension, behavioral issues along with heart failure which causes her to be short of breath at all times. She also suffers from diabetes and hypothyroidism and profound weakness. The patient has dementia. Her forgetfulness had advanced. Her loss of appetite has increased. She has had five pound weight loss in the past four weeks. Her heart failure occurs more frequently and caused pedal edema and shortness of breath and fluid overload, which requires treatment. The patient also is total ADL dependent and has had progressive and rather quick decline in her physical condition and functional status. The patient suffers from bowel or bladder incontinence, proteinuria calorie malnutrition, weight loss, decreased appetite, and even though her weight may be the same she definitely had protein loss, but the weight loss is not indicated because of the fluid overload and KPS score of 40% is disabled and requires special care at home and total ADLs assist and bowel and bladder incontinence as I mentioned remains hospice appropriate at this time. Expected to live less than six months.
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
