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1. RM, 68-year-old man comes in with abdominal pain. The patient’s white count was 10,000, amylase 139 and lipase 202 definitely elevated. Chest x-ray negative. Pain severe. Blood pressure 176/83. The patient’s CT scan showed normal pancreas. Normal gallbladder. Positive diverticulosis. The patient was sent home with gastroesophageal reflux, GERD diagnosis. No mention of amylase. No mention of lipase. No mention of elevated blood pressure. I was never able to get the hold of the patient or the family member. The first number that was left is not a working number and the second number I have left two messages.

2. MI, 36-year-old young man congested and CBD gummies. He developed nausea and vomiting. White count was 14,000. Labs troponin and EKG within normal limits. Given Zofran in ER and released. He was happy with the care.

3. WB, 23-year-old seen with psyche issues. He states he was having a bad moment. Dr. Wagner did not spend very much time with me he states, but he did see Tri-County. He was released to go home. He had labs and tox screens, which were negative.

4. BL, left without being seen. 21-year-old with back pain. He did not answer the phone. When called to inquire why he left.

5. TL, 24-year-old with vomiting, diarrhea, chest pain, lightheadedness, and tachycardia. The patient has had negative swab. He was given Zofran, Ativan, Toradol and Zithromax in ER. White count 14,000. The left chest x-ray negative. Sent home with diagnosis of bronchitis. Treated with Medrol and Z-PAK left message for the patient to call me back.

6. JA, 20-year-old twisted her ankle. X-rays were negative. He was given Norco 10/325 mg one time in the ER and was sent home on no medication. The patient is still having pain. He states the doctor did not spend very much time with me to explain anything to me. She is going to see her primary care doctor on Monday. She did get a boot from the emergency room.
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7. HA, 21-year-old seen with back pain. Chest x-ray was negative. Swab test did show positive COVID. He was sent home with azithromycin and Medrol Dosepak. He stated the doctor never mentioned COVID. The nurse was the one that told me I had COVID and did not give me any other instruction. Dr. Wagner only diagnosed the patient with bronchitis and no mention of COVID with positive COVID test.

8. EW, 2-year-old seen with fever, cough, rash, diagnosed with Flu B strep given Amoxil. Nothing for flu B. No Tamiflu given. No mention of the rash per Dr. Wagner. Nothing mentioned regarding scarlet fever, strawberry tongue or anything else in case of positive strep. We found he cannot speak English and could not tell me if they were happy with the care, but they stated the child was doing okay.

9. DW, 52-year-old gentleman we spoke about presented with a fever, rash, leg pain, and cough. Chest x-ray bilateral basilar infiltrates. Negative BNP. Negative D-Dimer. Given clonidine, Rocephin, and Norco in the emergency room. Ignored the pedal edema with red hot lower legs. Dr. Wagner ignored the pedal edema. Ignored the CPK. Ignored the white count of 24,000. Diagnosed the patient with pneumonia. Gave the patient Cipro. The patient finally did call me back and he is on the way back to the emergency room.

10. CF, 82-year-old woman comes in with nausea and vomiting. The patient had high troponin. EKG abnormal and transferred to higher level of care with non-STEMI. The patient is in the emergency room with Zofran, Plavix, and Lovenox. She did not answer her phone nor did her husband. 

11. SE, 49-year-old with left rib pain. X-ray showed contusion. He is given Toradol and Norco in the emergency room. Sent home with diclofenac.

12. SV, 68-year-old patient with Alzheimer’s who gets up at night and bumps into things per daughter. Chest x-ray was negative. Cardiac workup is negative. D-Dimer was elevated. BNP was elevated. No rib series were done despite the fact that she bumps into things. No medications were given. The patient is still in pain today. Daughter has been trying to handle with Tylenol and Motrin. She is upset that no medications were given for patient to take home.

13. JH, this 66-year-old woman comes in with cough and pinched nerve. Chest x-ray negative. Cardiac workup negative. Diagnosed with UTI and sent home with Cipro. No one answered the phone at the house.
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
