PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma, seizure, and hyperlipidemia. Positive history of colitis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Carbamazepine 600 mg two p.o. b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: CIPRO.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He vapes. He does not use alcohol. He does not use drugs.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress, but somewhat postictal.

VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.7. Respirations 16. Pulse 80. Blood pressure 132/84.

HEENT: Tongue injury noted related to seizures.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Colitis, resolved.

2. Seizure.

3. Check level.

4. Add Magic Mouthwash for his tongue.

5. Referred to neurologist.
