HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 31-year-old gentleman comes in complaining of chest wall pain. The pain is worse when he takes a deep breath. It is always in his right side. It is not associated with any nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. It is not associated with any chest pain or shortness of breath. It is not associated with any activity.
He has had this pain for two weeks. He felt like he was getting better, but it came back.

He states other family members at home have been sick and he did have mild cough a few weeks ago. The pain is worse when he takes deep breath for sure.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None, but has had COVID in the past.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Smokes none. Drinks very little. Married. He has two children. He has been with his wife for 13 years. He works on railcars and does work lot of physical labor. He does a lot of movement with his arm.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father with heart disease and diabetes. Mother is alive with diabetes.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress. 

VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 59. Blood pressure 130/67.

HEENT: Left TM is slightly red. Posterior pharynx is red. He does have what looks like an otitis media, maybe the leftover infection.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There are no rubs or heart murmurs noted.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Chest wall pain.

2. Worse with taking a deep breath.

3. Chest x-ray negative for pneumonia.

4. EKG within normal limits.
5. Echocardiogram, no change from last year.

6. Abdominal ultrasound, no change from last year.
7. We will go with the diagnosis of pleurisy and treat with Lofena 25 mg only two tablets twice a day instead of three times a day, then Medrol Dosepak and then Z-PAK at home and Rocephin and Decadron now.
8. Call me next week to let me know how he is doing.

9. If he does not get better or if he gets worse, go to the emergency room right away for further testing. This was explained to the patient before he left.
