CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen again with history of sore throat, cough and myalgia with intermittent stomach pain and diarrhea x2 since yesterday, temperature of 101.3.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of recurrent strep with tubes and recurrent tonsillitis, seen here in October, without strep. Also was seen in Texas Emergency Hospital a month ago with respiratory infection, with diagnosis of bronchitis, with negative strep there as well, given amoxicillin, was unable to obtain Augmentin prescribed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 101.3. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Inflammation of the tonsillar area with 1+ adenopathy, with thyroid tenderness described without enlargement. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: With 1+ periumbilical tenderness without guarding, rigidity or rebound. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

Flu and strep tests performed with positive strep test.
PLAN: Because of history of recurrent strep and mother’s request, the patient was given Rocephin 250 mg IM with prescription for amoxicillin 250 mg to take three times a day for the next 10 days, to call pediatrician on Monday to get referral for followup with CBC recommended and also to follow up with ENT who had seen her before as soon as possible for further evaluation.
