PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative other than history of allergies.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Inflamed pharynx with increased tonsils. Neck: 1+ cervical adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Strep and flu tests were obtained with positive strep test.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with strep pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for amoxicillin.
