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Final Interpretation:

1. Normal left ventricular systolic function. Ejection fraction 65-70%.
2. Mild left ventricular diastolic function.
3. Asymmetric septal hypertrophy at base only. The septal thickness in this area is 2 cm. No systolic anterior motion or normal left ventricular outflow tract obstruction is noted.
4. Mild biatrial enlargement.
5. Mild right ventricular dilatation.
6. Mild mitral regurgitation.
7. Mild aortic regurgitation.
8. Mild tricuspid regurgitation.
9. In apex four-chamber view the site of myomectomy and myotomy is seen in the proximal and nearby mid septum.
10. Mild tricuspid regurgitation. Right ventricular systolic pressure is 40 mmHg. Please note that here the right atrial mean pressure was estimated at 15 mmHg.
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
