REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies vomiting or diarrhea. She states that she is eating and drinking well. Denies trauma. Denies blurred vision or double vision. Denies neck pain. Denies chest pain. She denies abdominal pain.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 106/65.
Pulse 92.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.9.

HEENT: Normal. Ears: Bilateral erythema to the TM, right worse than the left. There is effusion behind the TM, which appears purulent. No light reflex. Negative tragal tug. Negative mastoid tenderness. External ear canal has no edema or erythema, bleeding or discharge. Mastoid: There is no tenderness to palpation. Nose: Clear discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Normal bowel sounds. No organomegaly No rebound. No guarding.
