CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Fioricet, aspirin, bisoprolol/hydrochlorothiazide, bupropion, gabapentin, haloperidol, hyoscyamine, lorazepam, MiraLax, morphine sulfate, potassium chloride, prochlorperazine, risperidone, simvastatin, tramadol, and Tylenol.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As per above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 128/78, temperature 97.5, heart rate 70, respirations 18, and oxygen saturation 98% on room air. Grossly unchanged at this time.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Recent fall. Continue physical therapy and occupational therapy. Continue fall precautions.

2. Hypertension. Continue current medications.

3. Alzheimer’s dementia. Continue current medications and assistance with ADLs. Continue hospice.

4. Hyperlipidemia. Continue current medications.

5. Chronic pain. Continue current medications. Continue hospice.
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
