Dear Cora:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Gault with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, atrial fibrillation and diabetic nephropathy.  His last visit was July 25, 2022.  His weight is stable.  he is just finishing up Keflex 500 mg three times a day for an infected skin cyst and it is working  it is almost completely gone now.  He has been feeling well.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood and no edema or rashes.
Medications:  I want to highlight Eliquis 2.5 mg twice a day, his metoprolol has been discontinued due to low blood pressure it was 50 mg twice a day, he is off that now, he is on Trulicity, allopurinol, finasteride, folic acid, actually he is on a lower dose metoprolol 25 mg twice a day so that has been actually reduced instead of discontinued and the Keflex has three days left treatment for the infected skin cyst.
Physical Examination:  Weight 137 pounds, pulse 76, oxygen saturation is 99% on room air, blood pressure right arm sitting large adult cuff 110/52.  Neck is supple.  There is no JVD or carotid bruits.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular with a loud diastolic murmur.  Abdomen is soft, flat and nontender.  No edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done on December 15, 2022, creatinine is 1.5 with estimated GFR of 45, albumin 4.2, calcium is 8.8, sodium 141, potassium 4, carbon dioxide 33, phosphorus is 2.9, hemoglobin 11.8, normal white count, and platelets are 140,000.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.
2. Chronic atrial fibrillation.
3. Diabetic nephropathy.  We will continue to have the patient get monthly lab studies.  He will follow a low-salt diabetic diet and he will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
