History: Mr. Hill was accompanied by his wife and he was seen in the office today. He tells me he is going through the colonoscopy prep. His blood pressure was much improved. Last week, when I saw him, his blood pressure was low, so I had to reduce his Lasix to 20 mg and decrease the dose of carvedilol to 12.5 mg twice a day instead of 25 mg. The patient’s blood pressure is much better. I discussed the results of his labs. His labs show elevated creatinine to 1.34, but his sugar and rest of the labs were normal. His BUN was 204, but he did not appear short of breath. He is scheduled for colonoscopy tomorrow for which he is getting extensive prep, which would put him in negative balance as far as fluid restriction is concerned. He has had recurrent diarrhea and still positive for salmonella, hence he is undergoing colonoscopy. The patient is advised serial exams and labs following his creatinine. His CMP and CBC are ordered and he will be seen in the office next week. The patient as well as wife understand plan of treatment. The wife states he has run out of some prescriptions, but she does not know the names, advised her to bring them to the office tomorrow morning.
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
