MARTINES, RAFAEL
This is an 80-year-old gentleman with a history of vascular dementia complicated by hyperlipidemia, Alzheimer's disease, BPH, gastroesophageal reflux, depression, anxiety, aphasia, COPD dependent on oxygen and history of frequent falls.

The patient was admitted to the hospital because of change in mentation and hospitalization. During the hospitalization, the patient had a bout of cardiac event, lost consciousness and had to be resuscitated. The patient currently has a KPS score of 40%. The patient is nonverbal at this time, requires oxygen for shortness of breath post resuscitation. He is sleeping 8-12 hours a day, restless at times, requiring medication around-the-clock. The patient is eating very little. He has lost about 20 pounds since the beginning of hospitalization. Overall, prognosis is quite poor. The patient is expected to do poorly. He is ADL dependent totally as well as bowel and bladder incontinent totally. The patient is expected to do poorly and has most likely less than six months to live. The patient’s history is significant for the fact that he has been disabled and bedridden for the past 22 years of some sort of industrial accident. The patient did require CPR and intubation in the field as I mentioned. The patient has a history of aspiration pneumonia and the family has now made him “Do Not Resuscitate”. The patient is not a candidate for PEG tube and/or tracheostomy and is expected to die in peace with the help of hospice nurses and aides at home. Family is aware of his grave prognosis. 
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
