HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 20-year-old young lady, not married. Exactly a month ago, having issues with fullness in the bladder region, some pain with sex, some nausea and also abdominal discomfort.
The patient has recently finished a course of antibiotics for urinary tract infection, the culture was totally negative, she has one Macrobid left.

She is having no drainage, but some sensitivity around her vaginal area. Sometimes, it burns when she and her boyfriend have sex. There is minimal discharge, but there is definite fullness and pain in that area. Her last ultrasound of her abdomen and pelvis, which was done in March, was totally negative. She is a caretaker and she does a lot of activity as far as moving patients around and apparently gets pain after physical activity because she does lot of moving. The patient is a caregiver for elderly at home.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She had blood transfusion years ago. Recent culture and sensitivity of the urine was negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Eye surgery and tonsils.
MEDICATIONS: None, just finished Macrobid.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATION: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink alcohol. She has never been pregnant.
FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for endometriosis.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 118 pounds, no change. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98.7. Respirations 16. Pulse 71. Blood pressure 110/69.

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
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ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity is very negative on exam.

Urinalysis is totally negative. Pelvic ultrasound is negative. Abdominal ultrasound is negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Suspect vaginitis. We will treat with Diflucan and Flagyl.

2. She has an appointment for Pap smear on 01/11/2023.

3. We talked about endometriosis since she has a family history of it.

4. Last urine culture negative.
5. Diflucan 200 mg once a day for seven days.

6. Flagyl 250 mg twice a day for seven days.

7. Come back in seven days or at least call.

8. Continue with Pap smear.

9. Findings discussed with the patient at length *__________* negative today.

10. Urine was sent for STD as well.
