CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient with history of recent strep, treated with amoxicillin, with complaints of continued cough, question of slight shortness of breath, has a history of asthma as a child with bronchial asthma several years ago. Does not smoke. Takes care of young children.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative. Neck: 1+ adenopathy. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Slightly decreased breath sounds. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

The patient had repeat flu and repeat strep test with finding of type B flu. The patient had nebulizer treatment with albuterol with increased breath sounds.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Upper respiratory infection with type B flu, bronchitis, and recent strep.

PLAN: The patient is given injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone with prescription for Medrol, Z-PAK and Tamiflu and also albuterol handheld nebulizer. Follow up as needed.
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
