The patient is seen with complaints of some redness, pain, and slight swelling in the left knee for the past few days. He states he has a history of a slipped disc and knees that contemplated surgery a few weeks ago, but was advised not to have it by his PCP. He states he has been on his feet more recently cooking, but not unusually.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Has history of prediabetes, hypertension, and torn meniscus of knee.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Noted to be with 1+ erythema to the left anterior knee, with trace swelling, with evidence of *__________* with limited full flexion without pain. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Remainder of physical exam is within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Early cellulitis, with fusion left knee, with possible intraarticular infection doubted.

PLAN: The patient is given Rocephin 1 g IM with prescription of Bactrim and doxycycline with instructions to contact orthopedist who has treated wife, knee specialist as soon as possible for referral to his care in the Woodlands and to notify this office if for some reason he is not able to get a hold so we could refer for subsequent care and referral from here.
