Dear Dr. Kozlovski:
This is a followup for Mrs. Denton who has problems of low potassium and magnesium, questions Gitelman with preserved kidney function.  Last visit was in June.  She was supposed to come in person, but has the flu type A, was having fever, weakness, diarrhea is slowly improving.  No changes in urination.  No cloudiness or blood.  Some cough clear to yellow, no purulent material.  Already uses oxygen 24 hours 2.5 L the last few days at 3.5.  No gross orthopnea or PND.  Has central sleep apnea on CPAP machine, however has not been able to use it as the mask has broken.  She lives alone.  Other review of systems is negative.  She has been twice in the emergency room with the diagnosis of the flu, received IV fluid hydration as well as Zofran.

Medications:  Medications reviewed.  I want to highlight diabetes thyroid treatment, muscle relaxant narcotics, oral magnesium replacement including amiloride, is taking Prilosec, Tenormin is new, no diuretics.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 120s/90s.  She is able to speak in full sentences, does not appears to be in respiratory distress and she is alert and oriented x3.  Good historian.
Labs:  Chemistries from December, normal kidney function, no gross anemia, low platelets at 102.  Normal white blood cell, lymphocytes low 770.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium and albumin.  Liver function test not elevated.  ProBNP not elevated.  Magnesium normal 1.8, troponin was negative this is from the emergency room.
Assessment and Plan:  Low magnesium on replacement magnesium as well as amiloride.  She is back on Prilosec expected to be for a short period of time.  As you know Prilosec concerned for magnesium gastrointestinal losses.  She is not on any diuretics, has preserved kidney function. Monitor blood pressure diastolic.  Continue diabetes management.  Chronic CPAP machine unfortunately not able to use.  She is calling for replacement of the teeth that has broken down.  All issues discussed.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
