CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after hospital discharge for mid back pain angina equivalent. The patient also stated that he has puffiness of both the feet and constipation.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient has taken to the hospital with back pain and jaw pain equivalent to angina, and he has extensive cardiac workup and there was no evidence of significant coronary artery occlusion. The patient then had events monitor put on and was discharged. Currently, the patient stated that he has noticed swelling in both the feet for past three to four days and it is not painful. There is no redness.
The patient also had event monitor put on for cardiac and he had sinus bradycardia since the hospitalization.

The patient also complained of toes being cold and sometimes it is slightly bluish and does not have any significant pain upon walking.

The patient has constipation on and off and he has used fiber in the past with good relief and there is no blood in the stools.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, calf swelling or tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on simvastatin 40 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on lisinopril 20 mg once a day and the patient has mild gastritis and he is on pantoprazole 40 mg once a day along with bland diet.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur and it improved after resting.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, but the patient has puffiness in both the feet without any redness and dorsalis muscles are not palpable. The patient has minimal discoloration of the toes without any open wounds.
The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
