CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left lower rib pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he fell down last year and since then he has pain on and off in the left lower side of the ribcage and it is minimal on exertion and the pain level is less than 3 and sometimes it went up to 5 and the patient has taken over-the-counter medications with some relief.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, cough, fever, chills, sputum production, nausea, vomiting, or skin rashes, or open wounds.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
Left lower ribcage examination reveals tenderness of the costochondral joints of the left side lower ribs and there is no deformity noted. Skin is unremarkable.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact without any focal deficit.
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
