History: Mr. Green is an 82-year-old morbidly obese African American male with left knee pain. He has to use a walker or a cane for ambulation. He hops on his left knee. He felt little bit better after a steroid shot in the left knee. A cardiology evaluation was not normal including that the patient has aortic stenosis. The patient decided in his head that he is 82 years old and does not want to have surgery where he can have complications, so he has decided against the surgery. He also is running abnormal kidney function tests and his last creatinine was little bit higher than before and I explained how the creatinine high relates to real kidney function. The patient states his family is concerned that he hops and I told him that that is not going to be a problem. He can have any surgery done if that is what he wishes, but most of the time, one is not able to handle the surgery at this age because he does not have enough muscle strength to go for physical therapy and workout following the left total knee replacement surgery. The patient understands that. He has decided himself that he does not want to opt for surgery right this time.

The Patient’s Problems are:

1. Abnormal kidney function with N18.3.

2. Hypertension.

3. Obesity.

4. History of gout.
