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1. LA, 40-year-old woman with itching and redness around her eyes, diagnosed with conjunctivitis, placed on ofloxacin, doing well today, 85% improved. She liked the physician.

2. MA, 75-year-old woman with flu-like symptoms. Blood pressure elevated on admission as well as discharge 160/58. Swab test negative. No treatment was offered. Would consider treatment even for mild cold in a 75-year-old woman with flu-like symptoms, at least give a prescription they may not have to fill it later. The patient did not answer the phone. I left a message for her to call me back.
3. VM, 19-year-old with flu-like illness, diagnosed with influenza A. Vital signs stable. Treated with Tamiflu. Happy with the care received. No concerns or issues.

4. MM, 16-year-old with chest pain and hard time breathing. The patient did not stay. When I called, the patient stated that the wait was too long. So, they left, went to a different hospital, but she has used Deerbrook before and has been happy with our care in the past.
5. PE, 43-year-old with chest soreness and hard cough, on Z-PAK for five days, now has influenza B, started on Tamiflu. They liked Dr. Ghorab very much.
6. CD, is a 17-year-old young lady being tested for STD exposure. No symptoms. Message was left. She has not called me back.
7. AN, 44-year-old with dizziness and short of breath. The patient was diagnosed with benign positional vertigo. Epley’s procedure applied with good results. The patient also had lab, EKG, cardiac workup, and swab test, all oaky. Sent home with meclizine and Zyrtec. The patient was doing better, was happy with the care.

8. RG, is a 39-year-old with back pain on the right side, diagnosed with kidney stones, workup was complete. The patient was offered admission because of right-sided hydronephrosis, but refused. Specialist was called by Dr. G. Great care. Great documentation. The patient was doing better, was happy with the care.
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9. WA, is a 65-year-old with ear pain. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with otitis media. Placed on Augmentin. Left message for the patient to call me back.
10. JH, is a 36-year-old with severe abdominal pain, chest pain, back pain, fever, and rectal bleeding. The patient’s workup was complete, diagnosed with small bowel obstruction. There was no bed at Memorial Hermann where the patient wanted to go. Subsequently, the patient left AMA. I talked to her husband today. She is still having pain. They have not gone back to the hospital. I told him that small bowel obstruction even partial SBOs can be deadly, must go back to the emergency room at their hospital of their choice and be admitted and get taken care of. He promises that he will do that right away, but he stated that the care was superb at Deerbrook and liked the physician and the nurses very much.

11. MT, is a 31-year-old male with food poisoning. The patient had negative lab, amylase, chest x-ray, CT of the abdomen and EKG, was sent home with Protonix and Zofran AFTER THE PATIENT WAS OBSERVED FOR FEW HOURS, doing much better now, was happy with the care.

12. BP, is a 28-year-old young lady with chest pain, had blood work done including lab, UPT, swab test, chest x-ray, EKG, D-dimer, and PTT all negative. Sent home with atypical chest pain; she is 28 years old, so cardiologist was not called, doing better today, was happy with the care that she received yesterday.

13. EG, is a 3-year-old young lady who presents for COVID testing before travel. The COVID test was negative. Family was happy with the care, but they did not make it because they were late to the airport!
14. TB, is a 30-year-old woman with cough, sore throat, and runny nose, diagnosed with COVID, treated with albuterol, Zofran, and Singulair after she had a positive COVID test, negative chest x-ray and negative HCG. When I spoke to her today, she was happy with the care received, but she could barely speak. She states she is short of breath, had not slept all night. I told her to return to the emergency room right away. So, she is doing so at the moment, gone back to ER to be evaluated. She called me later from the emergency room. She stated that she almost passed out when her mother was driving her. I assured her that she is at the right place and they will help her. She was happy with the care that was given to her on 12/19/2022 nevertheless.
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
