The patient presents with history of congestion, sore throat and chills for the past two weeks off and on. He states he is supposed to have a job interview today, put off three days away.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of attention deficit disorder.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal erythema. Neck: 2+ adenopathy. Lungs: Rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

Flu and strep tests and chest x-ray obtained with negative results.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Bronchitis.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zithromax and Medrol Dosepak with antibiotics refused. Follow up as needed.
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
