CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen for followup, still with cough and congestion and some sore throat and body aches that has been for the past two weeks with increased cough at bedtime.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Bronchitis and asthma as a child.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: 1+ adenopathy. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

The patient had breathing treatment with albuterol with increased breath sounds. Strep test was negative except for type B flu present now.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with bronchitis and type B flu.

PLAN: Given additional prescription for Medrol Dosepak, Z-PAK and Tamiflu with albuterol inhaler. Follow up as needed.
