The patient presents with congestion, cough, runny nose, and fever for the past several days with flu-like symptoms and diarrhea x 1 today. She states that she had a positive home COVID test. She states that she is getting better and had a flu shot last week.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful other than history of hypertension, diabetes mellitus, multiple medications; see chart.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Uneventful.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 99. Blood pressure 166/81. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

The patient had a chest x-ray performed, read as normal.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis, upper respiratory infection with COVID.

PLAN: Given injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone with prescription for Medrol Dosepak and Z-PAK. Follow up as needed and to see PCP for further evaluation.
