CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of abrasion to his right hand, MVA; hit by another car. No injuries except for abrasions to his hands, not seeking compensation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Extremities: Right hand reveals abrasions to the left lateral hand proximal to thumb with overlying crusting and some recent healing without evidence of cellulitis or fluctuance. Neurologic: Within normal limits.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Second-degree abrasion to right hand.

PLAN: The patient is advised to continue topical care with prescription for Silvadene to apply and follow up as needed for further evaluation.
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
