Mrs. Morton is a 67-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding abnormal thyroid function studies that were noted in October 2022. She also has a history of anxiety, depression, vitamin D deficiency and asthma. The patient reports symptoms of dry skin, fatigue, fluctuations in her weight and mood swings. Her last TSH was 1.39 and her T3 uptake was 18. Her free T4 was 1.39.

Plan:
1. For evaluation of her thyroid function studies, the patient had some abnormal thyroid function studies; however, I would like to get confirmatory testing and recheck her thyroid function panel including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level as well as a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level in order to assess for any underlying autoimmune thyroid disease.

2. I will also check a thyroid ultrasound to delineate her thyroid gland and assess for any thyroid nodules.

3. For her anxiety, continue to follow up with primary care as well as for her depression.

4. For her vitamin D deficiency, monitor levels.

5. For her asthma, followup with primary care.
