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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 82-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of evidence of hematuria that is most likely associated to either the administration of Xarelto and/or some kidney stones. The patient has a history of radiation cystitis for the radiation that was done for the prostate cancer. The patient states that he has not seen any stones anymore. The urologist up in Michigan ordered a CT scan and he has some stones that are nonobstructive.

2. The patient has anemia. This anemia could be related to the fact that he has not been eating properly, he has lost 11 pounds, related to multiple dental extractions and inability to chew properly and/or blood loss. His appetite has not been the best. We are going to reevaluate the iron stores.

3. The patient has CKD stage II without significant proteinuria or activity of the urinary sediment.

4. Rheumatoid arthritis. The patient is not taking any specific agent in that regard.

5. Abdominal aortic aneurysm that is followed in Michigan.

We spent 7 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face 17 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
