The patient has slightly elevated liver function tests. She has had workup with the gastroenterologist. I am concerned about the petechiae like lesions, so I am referring her to cancer center for hematology consultation for her abnormal labs including low white count and low platelet count though she is not anemic. Her sugars are doing very good. A1c is 6. There is no protein in urine. The patient at some point was diagnosed as having fatty liver. At this point, we will do a hematology consultation for abnormal labs, low platelet count and the petechiae on the left leg which seemed to be healing. I will see her in the office in a month.
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
