DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 75-year-old male that has a history of chronic kidney disease that is stage IIIB. The patient has a creatinine of 2 and an estimated GFR of 35 mL/min. The patient does not have significant proteinuria. The ultrasound of the kidneys normal size. No evidence of calcification. No evidence of hyperechogenicity. No evidence of obstruction. There was few bilateral benign renal cysts were present. The urinary bladder was unremarkable.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The patient has lost six pounds of body weight and the blood pressure reading today 140/80.

3. Hyperlipidemia on statins.

4. Vitamin D on supplementation. We are going to reevaluate this case in four months with laboratory workup.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup and compared the imaging, in the face-to-face 18 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes. Reevaluation as I said before in four months.
