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History: Ms. Atkinson has a very unusual problem. She has seen multiple specialists and nobody is able to determine her problem. She has some kind of altered sensation in the right leg though she is walking okay, but she feels something in the leg, it sometimes below the knee and sometimes above the knee. The patient has seen Sports Medicine doctor, ENT, multiple specialists as noted in the chart. She finally ended up seeing a Brain & Spine doctor and who ordered an MRI of the spine and results awaited. I got a note from the PA of Dr. White who stated the patient may have some kind of neuropathy and an EMG may be necessary. One of the previous pain management doctors does the EMG now and, depending on what the MRI shows, we may schedule an EMG. She denies any new problems. She is walking without any assistance. There is no evidence of muscle atrophy. She is not diabetic. I will try to get the report of MRI of the lumbar spine, so we can decide how to go further. I have encouraged the patient to call the Brain & Spine Institute and make a followup appointment after her MRI and discuss further plan of management. The patient has seen a neurologist also in the past and no definitive diagnosis done.
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
